Ordinance Information

Sections 17-25, 26and 30: winter
parking restrictions and snow
removal.

If you live on a snow route, you are
not allowed to park on the street after
2 inches of snowfall. It is unlawful to
park on any street after 4 inches of
snowfall. It is also unlawful to deposit
snow or ice on any street or sidewalk.
For the safety of Pedestrians, please
keep your sidewalks free of snow and
vehicles (no vehicle can park
blocking the sidewalks or parkway
from 7am to 10pm, ordinance
covering vehicles blocking sidewalks:
section 11-84 (L)). This will help
prevent pedestrians having to walk
out into the street. Violations of these

ordinances is a $25 fine.

Cold Weather Precaution:

This time of year, it's tempting to leave
your car running while it's in the
driveway, in the parking lot of a
convenience store, or gas station.
Unless you have a remote starter or
second key so you can keep the doors
locked while it's running, Don’t. Many
cars are stolen this way.

Motorized Scooters, Mini-bikes, and Go-

karts

The Addison Police Department receives
numerous complaints concerning the operation
of motorized scooters, mini-bikes, the new mini
motorcycles, and go-karts on the streets and
sidewalks. In October 2004, the Village
Ordinance pertaining to the operation of these
was amended.

Village Ordinance 11-64, Use of Mini-bikes,
Motorbikes, Motorized Scooters, etc.:

No person shall operate any motorbike,
motorized scooter, mini-bike, golf cart,
snowmobile, or other manufactured or hand
built vehicle, propelled or drawn by power other
than human muscular power, on the sidewalks
or on the streets of the Village. The foregoing
prohibitions shall not apply to powered
transport devices for the handicapped.

The fine for violating this section of the
ordinance can range from $75-500.

For the safety of the citizens of our community,
please report violations of this ordinance to the
Addison Police Department.

The next Semi-Annual Watch meeting
will be held on April 19, 2005. A
presentation will be given on a large
scale, multi-jurisdictional homicide
investigation.
